The Gratefulness Principle  

Gratitude increases closeness in relationships. As you 

parent your children, look for opportunities to take ad-

vantage of gratefulness to draw closer to your kids. 

Give your children small gifts of love day after day. Be 

careful, though, that you donôt confuse the gratefulness 

principle with the overindulgence trap.  
Some parents, wanting their children to like them, rec-

ognize giving gifts opens the heart, so they overdo it 

by giving them too many things. Giving to your kids 

must be tied into relationship, or the gifts feed selfish-

ness instead of gratefulness.  
Overindulgence is giving your children more than their 

character can handle. When children lack gratitude, 

then the more you give them, the less they appreciate. 

Parents must restrain themselves or theyôll exceed 

their childrenôs ability to manage the blessings.  
Overindulged children rarely become grateful when you 

give them more things. They grow to be more demand-

ing and selfish. Parents then feel unappreciated and 

become resentful. The hearts of both parents and chil-

dren harden toward each other, and closeness becomes 

a thing of the past.  
If your children become overindulged rather than 

grateful, then pull back on the area where youôre giving 

too much. Look for creative ways to give differently to 

your child. Teaching the heart gratefulness can be a 

challenge. Having a child say thank you is just behav-

ior. Gratefulness comes from the heart.  
Monitor your childôs response to gifts of love to deter-

mine if youôre growing gratitude or overindulgence. As 

gratefulness increases, you can slowly give blessings in 

a way that will produce more gratefulness. Youôll know 

if youôre moving too quickly by your childôs response.

Reporting from Prayer Station No.1 

 First I want to say one thing that has just over whelmed me, YOU! Because of you all at South Union many homeless people slept a little 

warmer the night of Oct. 3rd. All coats, jackets, and long sleeve shirts were given away. All the blankets were given away twice. The first bunch 

of blankets we had went fast so Joe Smith got an order from ... and placed an order with ..., either way Joe saw a need and that need was met, all 

I know is I knew we were out of blankets and two more large sacks of blankets showed up at Peoples Park and Joe was passing them out just as 

fast as he could. I was amazed and overwhelmed. I cannot contain my tears as I write this. There were 7 of us at Peoples Park and at one time 

nine. Dave and Sally Matney, Joe Smith, Carry Dillman and his son Matt and his brother-in-law showed up for a little bit, Leon and Sandy 

Eernisse and me. We were surrounded by fifteen to twenty homeless at one time. So by twos or one on one we were sharing God's love, clothes 

and blankets, the gospel and praying for them. 

  This next article was written from Leon Eernisseôs eye view at Peoples Park. But ask the other eight and you will hear much more. 

  It was truly a blessing to be there, the people came around and talked, which is different they usually show up eat then leave quickly, one 

in particular talked to me for a long while. Chris had a different background, and his ideals were different about faith, he professed to be a Chris-

tian, but his beliefs were of the Indian persuasion, the star realm of earth, fire, wind, water, and spirit. He believed in God but did not think go-

ing to church helped in any way. He looked at it as hindrance, and he thought being in nature seeing Gods hands at work, was his church, and he 

could worship anywhere. His life, like most of the inner city dwellers, is a life of hard knocks, difficult childhoods, misfortunes that cripple the 

hopes and dreams of a person. That often develops into a life of mistrust, and pain, that linger on the inside of their world they call home. I for 

one have seen through different eyes the transition some are going through as they get to know some of the prayer station helpers. It went from 

mistrust, to they really do mean what they say. They are not just doing this for self gratification, they really mean it, this is what was said to me. 

The friends we are meeting there, are great, one was a painter, as in artist, another could juggle, Chris, could play musical instruments, like bon-

gos, guitar, piano, and sing, I'm writing this to say this,... they are just like us flesh and blood, the only difference is, they let the evil one take 

control of their lives, to bind them and destroy their hopes and dreams. We need to reach out and introduce Jesus in a way that shows how much 

God wants to reestablish the hopes and dreams, once known, and so wickedly took away. I know some of the people are there to hide from real-

ity, some are running from something else, some want to live differently, but it still comes down to they need our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ 

in their lives. It is our duty as God loving, and fearing Christians to bring it to them, as compassionately and lovingly, as possible. They are 

frightened sheep scarred, and defensive. They are reaching out the only way they know how, and with Gods hands we will gain the trust needed 

to bring them to the Lord. 

Reporting from Prayer Station NO. 2. Seven-Eleven Parking Lot. 
 It was a chilly afternoon at the 7-11. It was Terrie Gardner, Pat Cain, Theresa Netherly, and Crystal Kent. We were only there a short time 

but were blessed to pray for many people and hand out food, kids books and some smiles. As always the people out there are hungry and 

thirsty...physically and spiritually. At 7-11 we noticed that they came for prayer. The folks that we run into at this prayer station are mostly al-

ready Christians who are trusting God to change their situations and they see those who come to pray for them as an answer to their prayers. 

There was one woman who walked by and I told the others, "she never stops and she never talks either". Shortly after that I went in to get my-

self and Pat some coffee. When I came back out the ladies said, "that woman came back...she took a Bible and talked a bit but wouldn't give us 

her name." I guess that once again proves what I keep learning. Sometimes, I need to get out of the way and let God work. Crystal Kent com-

mented that as always just like the gospels there were three more accounts as to how they saw things. All will see a lot of the same things but 

then differently too. If some were wondering Theresa is from Maple Grove Christian Church and a blessing to have her with us as well as Terrie 

and Pat and it was Pat's first time out and of course my daughter Crystal Kent. The blessings seem to never end. I have been blessed because of 

them. 

Reporting from Prayer Station NO.3. McDole Baptist Church Parking Lot. 
 There were at one time seven of us at McDole Baptist Church Parking Lot. Robert Blevins and his wife Okchu, Aaron Norton, Sam Brad-

ley, Nancy Byers, Susie for a little while and I. Another anointed experience from the Lord. It was Sam's first time out. We prayed for many. 

One obvious Holy Spirit experience was when a lady walked by and I asked her if she wanted prayer she said no thanks maybe next time. And 

kept walking. She got about 100 feet away made an almost a military about face and came right back and said she didn't need prayer but her 

niece did. I asked if I could pray for her too and she said yes. And there is the story of Rob and his girlfriend but to save some space please ask 

others that were there about this story. And the rest of the Jackets and blankets were given away there also. 

Reporting from Prayer Station NO.4. Seminary Park 
 It was Robert Blevins his wife Okchu and I. This station actually started off the day at 9:30 am. Two homeless folks came up to the truck 

one of whom I know, Dale. I ask Dale all kinds of questions about where the homeless folk live and their daily routes and he gladly told me. 

There was no one else in the park. Dale said they were all having breakfast at Back Street Missions. Praise God for that ministry. I also asked 

Dale to spread the word that we were out with coats, blankets and food; and I thanked Dale and he asked for a hooded sweat shirt and I found 

him a white one with I.U. on it. So whoever donated that one, God Bless you. And then there was Jeff, he got a jacket and a shirt from us and we 

ministered to him for an hour and the rest of the day he went with us from prayer station to prayer station. Jeff and Dale you might say are upper 

middle class homeless, they both had bicycles. Jeff said he was looking for work and could do most anything as far as construction goes. 

Reporting from Prayer Station NO. 5. Monroe County Jail Parking Lot 
 It was Carry and Brenda and Anna Dillman, Teresa Netherly and I. It was Teresa's first time out. This is last but not the least it was actu-

ally the first before the other stations. We did this one the last day of September. So it was Teresa's second time when she went to the Seven-

Eleven. Vineyard Community Church did not make it out this time to feed the folks, but we had apples and cookies and chips and water, so who 

ever wanted ate. It was a steady flow of prayer for ones on the inside and outside of the jail. One man told me he believed in God but asked me 

to tell him about Jesus and salvation. I cannot tell you how I was so excited at first I could not say anything but stutter. I know you all have a 

hard time believing that (LOL), but it is true! The love of Jesus and the blessing abound at these prayer stations. You just have to ask the ones 

that were there. I pray now that the fruits of the Holy Spirit are manifested fully in you and you are all so filled with the love of God that you 

have to share it because you cannot contain it.
